Dear New Member,

Welcome to Hampton-in-Arden Tennis Club - 2009!

Thank you for joining Hampton-in-Arden Tennis Club.  We hope that you really enjoy being a member.  Here are the answers to some questions that are often asked by new members:

What organised tennis is there?
          We have four mens and three ladies teams that take part in the Coventry league during May, June and July.  If you would like to play please call Steve Ray on 01675 442132.
          Annual Club Tournaments take place in April, May and June with finals day in early July.
          There is a “Maxi” Tennis social tournament for teams of 6 that takes place in February and March.  
          Social tennis sessions (mixed) take place all year round.  It is rare for weather interruptions, so please come along!  All standards welcome.  Up to three (coach approved) juniors can play.  Times as follows:
          Sunday 10.30am to 1pm
          Tuesday 7.30pm to 10pm
          Friday 8pm to 10pm
 

Is coaching available? – The junior and adult coaching programme is shown at Appendix 1.  Further details of the junior programme are on the web site at www.hamptontennis.org.uk/coaching.asp   Ian Poole, our head coach would be pleased to hear from you on 07968 451956 

 
When can I play? - Attached at Appendix 2 is a schedule of court usage which shows the times reserved for league, coaching and social tennis.  Outside these times you can play whenever you wish.  You may book a court for a maximum period of two hours for which no fee is payable.  Just write your name for the hours you want on the court bookings sheet which is displayed on the tennis notice board in the clubhouse.  
 
Please take care of our courts?

· Tennis shoes must be worn - running shoes, studs, blades, grooves or heels may damage the courts.
· When you finish playing brush the court, clean the lines, pick up any litter and slacken the net.

· Lock the courts if you are last to leave.

Please follow these court usage guidelines  
· Wear sports clothing of any colour and tennis shoes.
·   Use plastic bottles or cups to avoid broken glass.
· Wait until the point in play is complete before walking close to the court.  
· Turn your mobile phones off when league or tournament matches are in progress.
· Avoid using foul or abusive language or abusing equipment. 
Priority for court usage
· Adult members take priority on weekdays after 6pm, except for coaching courses.

· Junior members take priority on the mini tennis court at all times.

How do the floodlights work? 
· Floodlight tokens can be bought at the bar for £2 each.
· To turn on the lights feed a token into the meter in the clubhouse.
· Each token lights one court for 30 minutes.
· You will get 5 minutes warning from the coloured lights on the floodlight posts before the lights turn off.
· Please note that the floodlights automatically turn off at 10pm.
Can I bring a guest to play? – You are welcome to bring guests to play.  Please note that there is a limit of three occasions per season on which the same guest can play.

Where do I find the telephone numbers of other members? – A list of current adult members is kept up to date in the password-protected section of the tennis club web site www.hamptontennis.org.uk.  A password can be obtained from John Cable at 01675 443085 or support@hamptontennis.org.uk.  The list is also displayed on the tennis notice board in the clubhouse. 

What facilities are available at the clubhouse? - The clubhouse has changing facilities, toilets and a bar. The bar area provides satellite television, ample seating and good beer!  The bar is normally open from 6pm until 11pm during the week and from 12.30pm to 11pm at the weekend.

How do I get into the clubhouse? – All members may purchase a key fob to allow access to the clubhouse through the outer front door at any time of the day.  After 9:30pm the inner door will be locked and you will need to ring the bell to gain entry.  The bar staff will release the lock after checking on the video monitor behind the bar that it is safe to do so.  If you find yourself leaving at a time when there is no one else in the clubhouse please remember to lock all doors and windows before you leave so that security is not compromised.  If you are 14 or over you may purchase a key fob from the bar on Tuesday evenings between 6pm and 9pm at a cost of £5 or alternatively have the key fob replaced free of charge if you return a faulty key fob.  If you lose your key fob please report its loss to the bar on a Tuesday evening so that access to the clubhouse on that fob can be disabled to avoid compromising security.  

Please take care of your belongings! – Please note that the Club cannot accept any responsibility for members' personal effects on the premises.  Please do not leave valuable items on show in vehicles.

Are junior members important to us? – Of course!  Junior members and children of members are very welcome.  We are an LTA accredited “mini tennis centre” which means that we offer Under 10’s great opportunities to learn and play tennis.  We also offer 10+ year olds the chance to improve their game. 

When do junior members need to be supervised?

Clubhouse:  Parents are asked to take responsibility for their children in the clubhouse and on the sports field and ensure that children abide by the licensing laws.  Please be aware that the car park can be a dangerous place, especially for young children.   The club’s policy on use of the clubhouse by children is:

· Children of 14 or over can use the clubhouse without supervision provided that they are well behaved.  They may also apply for a key fob to allow them access to the clubhouse provided that their parent or guardian signs for and takes responsibility for the key fob. 
· Children under 14 can use the clubhouse under the supervision of their parents or carers provided that they are well behaved.  Supervision requires the responsible person to be in the clubhouse with their child or if the child is old enough they do not have to be with their child provided that they are accessible on the Recreation Ground.  Parents who are not members may apply for a key fob to allow their children access to the clubhouse if there is a need to use the toilets or first aid facilities.
Courts:  The club’s policy on use of the clubhouse by children is:

· Children at Senior School may use the courts without a requirement for adult supervision.
· Children of Primary School age may only play tennis if they are under the supervision of an adult.  Children aged 7 or under must not be left unattended at the Club during coaching sessions unless there has been specific agreement with the coach.  It should be noted that whilst children of 8 or more do not need to be accompanied by parents during coaching sessions, parents are responsible for their children before and after these sessions.  All parents and carers who are not members are welcome to use the clubhouse and bar facilities when their children are playing tennis from one hour before their child starts to play tennis to one hour after. 
How do I find out what is going on? – If you have supplied your e-mail address on your application form we will send you regular e-mails to keep you up to date.  You can also visit www.hamptontennis.org.uk, look at the clubhouse notice boards or speak to one of the committee members.

Where can I buy tennis equipment? – Rackets, balls, sports shoes/trainers and some sportswear can be obtained from Widney Sports (on Widney Road, Bentley Heath) with a minimum discount of 10% off normal shop prices to Hampton Tennis Club members.

What are the objectives of Hampton Tennis Club?

· To secure appropriate sporting and social facilities for all members.

· To provide opportunities for members of all sporting abilities including disabled members to play and enjoy tennis in a friendly and sociable environment.

· To encourage all members to play tennis and to develop their game including technique and court etiquette.
· To identify tennis potential in members and guide them appropriately, liaising with the LTA and other interested parties when and where necessary.

· To provide a link with schools and other organisations regarding tennis.

· To identify, invite, prepare and encourage suitable juniors to play with adult members and to integrate them into the senior section of the Club.  Such individuals will be selected and nominated by the Coach for approval by the main Tennis Committee. 

· To secure a stream of new adult members via “maturing” junior members. 

· To encourage the families of members to become social or tennis members of the Club.

· To provide opportunities for all members to play competitive tennis.

· To provide both sporting and social events for junior members during school holidays.

· To provide social facilities which will be enjoyed by members and to foster a sense of belonging to and being part of a friendly club.

· To identify, encourage and support suitable individuals who wish to train and develop tennis coaching skills.  For example, those who wish to train as tennis coaches or assist on court.

What sporting facilities are available at the club? - The club offers sporting facilities for tennis, squash, racketball, hockey, boules and junior cricket and football.  Further details are provided at Appendix 3.

How is the Sports Club run? – Hampton-in-Arden Sports Club Limited runs the Club as a non-profit making body.  The club rules, which members are required to abide by, are set out at Appendix 4.  The Sports Club AGM is held in February each year and the accounts are on display in the clubhouse or in the members’ area of the web site.  Each section of the Sports Club, including the tennis section, is run by a sub Committee that reports to the Board of Directors of the Club.  The rules, which the tennis members are required to abide by, are set out in Appendix 5.  The Tennis Club AGM is held in November each year and the accounts can be viewed in the members’ area of the web site.

Appendix 1 – Coaching

TENNIS COACHING SERVICES

Ian Poole and his team are pleased to be working with our club, offering adults and juniors both group and individual lessons.  The coaching team of Ian Poole (CCA) Sam Walker, Belinda Butterworth and Jordan Phillips is highly motivated and aims to provide quality coaching to members .  Ian and his team believe that sport plays a vital role in the development of individuals and are committed to delivering programmes to meet the needs of every player.  Ian also delivers tennis coaching and PE to local schools.
At present there are over 150 children in regular coaching at the club plus various coaching sessions for adults.
Hampton’s coaching programme works alongside the LTA’s coaching initiatives progressing from Mini Tennis for the very young, through to full court adult tennis. Teams and individuals are entered into the appropriate leagues/competitions at all levels of play. 

MINI TENNIS

FUN coaching for ages 4 to 10 years. Learn all the basic tennis skills using appropriate sized courts, racquets and balls..
OLDER JUNIORS 

Enjoyable and lively coaching providing opportunities for beginners to experienced players aged 10 to 18 years. 

ADULT COACHING

There are both daytime and evening coaching courses available, either in groups or individually, catering for all levels of ability.

GROUP JUNIOR COACHING

· Tots Tennis (ages 3 to 5) - Coordination fun based activities introducing racket skills to develop the basic fundamentals of the game. 

· Mini-Tennis Red (ages 5-8) - Small court/rackets and soft balls. Beginning to learn the basic technical shapes and tactics of the game.

· Mini-Tennis Orange (ages 8/9) – Less than full-length court and transition balls to allow more time and lower bounce. Beginning to introduce more shape and spin technique and a wider choice of tactics.

· Mini-Tennis Green (age 10) – Full court and slightly soft balls to allow more time and lower bounce.

· Under 14 - Full court and normal balls. Technical and tactical techniques appropriate to the needs of the group.

· Under 18 and Invitation only squads

INDIVIDUAL DEVELOPMENT 

Individual development plans can be designed around specific playing and coaching requirements.  Tournament schedules can be provided for performance players. Help can also be given with other areas of development, for example, Duke of Edinburgh awards and work experience.  

MENTORING/COACH DEVELOPMENT

Appendix 5 – Hampton-in-Arden Sports Club rules

The Sports Club is run by Hampton-in-Arden Sports Club Limited.  The Company has no share capital.  It is limited by guarantee and is run by a Board of Directors, which is required to operate in accordance with the terms of the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the Company.   The full Memorandum and Articles of Association can be found in the members area of the club website at www.hamptontennis.org.uk.  The following is a summary (clause numbers shown in brackets).  

Summary of the Memorandum of Association (adopted 23rd February 2005):
1. The objects of the club are principally to provide sporting facilities for the inhabitants of Hampton-in-Arden and others and to apply the income and the property of the Club to this end. (Clause 3)

2. The maximum liability of a member in the event of the club being wound up is £5.  In such circumstances the definition of a member includes anyone who has been a member within 12 months of the date the club is wound up. (Clauses 4 and 5)

Summary of the Articles of Association (adopted 23rd February 2005):

1. Maximum number of members (Clause 2).  The number of members is limited to 600 or such number as the Directors may subsequently approve.  

2. Consent (Clause 3).  Every member of the Club is required to sign a written consent to become a member which recognises the potential personal liability of £5 should the club be wound up.  

3. Membership (Clause 5). The club is open to all without discrimination.  There are 2 types of member:

a. Playing Members

b. Social Members

Members have to be nominated and seconded by members of the club and approved by the Board of Directors. Playing members also have to be approved by the playing section management committee.  A person under 18 does not have voting rights.  

4. Expulsion of members (Clauses 7 and 8).  Under certain circumstances members can be expelled at a Board Meeting provided 7 days notice of the intended resolution is given to the member and that the member is given an opportunity to present their defence before the resolution is passed.  Once expelled from the Club a member forfeits all rights in and claims upon the Club and its property, except for money due to them.  They remain liable for all monies owed to the Club.  

5. The Board of Directors (Clauses 9 and 10).    

a. The Board of Directors shall comprise the Chairman, the General Secretary, the General Treasurer, who shall hold an accounting qualification and five Other Directors.

b. The Chairman, the General Secretary, the General Treasurer and one of the other five Directors shall be re-elected at the Annual General Meeting (AGM) each year, as shall the President.

c. No one may hold office as Chairman for more than three consecutive years without passing a Special Resolution at the AGM, requiring 75% of votes in favour.

6. General Meetings (Clauses 11 to 13).  An AGM shall be held every year and not more than 15 months after the previous AGM.  An Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) may be called at any time.  21 days notice of General Meetings needs to be given to members by post or by email, provided the member has granted permission for email communication to be used.  

7. Procedures at General Meetings (Clauses 14 to 16).   tc "
13.
Procedures at the annual and extraordinary general meetings" 
a. The quorum for an AGM or an EGM is the lesser of 10% of the membership or 25 members.

b. In the event of an equality of votes the chairman of the meeting shall have a casting vote.

8. Voting (Clauses 17 to 20).  

a. Each member has one vote.

b. Playing Members who have been properly approved and who have paid all their due subscriptions shall be entitled to vote on any question raised at any General Meeting.  Other Members shall be entitled to all the other privileges of membership other than the right to receive notice of, attend and vote at general meetings.

c. Resolutions are passed by a simple majority of Members present and voting. 

9. Accounts (Clauses 24 to 30).  At the AGM an Accountants Report together with an income and expenditure account and balance sheet shall be presented.  The accounts shall be made up to a date not more than ten months prior to the AGM.

10. Dissolution (Clause 33).  If the club is dissolved its net assets are to be applied to: 

a. The purposes of the sports governing body for use in community related sport and/or

b. The purposes of another CASC (Community Amateur Sports Club) and/or

c. The purposes of a charity.

Appendix 6 – Hampton-in-Arden Tennis Club Rules

The Tennis Club exists for the benefit of tennis playing members.  In order for the Tennis Club to function effectively, the following rules must be adhered to.

1. Hampton-in-Arden Sports Club rules.  The tennis section is bound by the rules of the Sports Club.  These can be found in the members section of the club website – www.hamptontennis.org.uk and are summarised at Appendix 5.

2. The Tennis Committee.  A committee is elected annually by tennis playing members over 18 to administer the club.  The committee consists of a Chairman, a Treasurer and a Secretary together with any other number of committee members as shall be approved by the committee from time to time.  Decisions shall be agreed by majority of votes within the committee with the Chairman holding a casting vote if required, provided that the only committee members that shall be entitled to vote are those who have been elected at the Annual General Meeting of members.

3. Subscriptions.  Subscriptions are payable each year on 1st April.  The rates of subscription shall be set each year by the elected committee.

4. Use of courts.  Only members are allowed to use the courts except in the following circumstances:

a. Non-members on approved coaching courses may use the courts during their coaching session.

b. Members’ guests are permitted to play provided before playing they are signed into the Visitors Book kept in the clubhouse.  A visitors fee for each visit of £5 is payable for adults and £2 for juniors.  There is a limit of three occasions per season on which the same guest can be brought into the Club.
c. Introduction of new members.  Where there is a genuine interest in becoming a new member a person may attend a maximum of three times prior to the payment of subscriptions.

5. Floodlights.  The floodlights must be switched off by 10pm.

6. Behaviour/Etiquette.
a. Foul and abusive language is not allowed. 

b. Racket or ball abuse is not allowed.

7. Dress.  Sports clothing of any colour and “non-marking” soled trainers or tennis shoes must be worn on court.  Footwear with ridged, studded or pimpled soles or separate heels is not allowed.
8. Court Priorities. 

a. Inter club matches; tournaments; dedicated social tennis sessions and coaching courses approved by the main committee shall take precedence over other forms of play.

b. Members may ask other members to leave the courts under the following circumstances:

i. Where courts have been booked in the Court Booking sheets kept in the clubhouse.  Please note that it is not permissible to book a court simply to ask another member to leave the court.
ii. Adult play takes precedence over junior play after 7pm except where approved coaching courses are being run.
9. Rules Specific to the Junior Section.

The Junior Section of the Tennis Club exists for the benefit of tennis playing children.  In order for the Junior Section to function effectively, the following rules must be adhered to:

a. Children will be accepted for tennis coaching usually from the age of four.

b. Children aged seven or under must not be left unattended at the Club during coaching sessions.  It should be noted that whilst children of 8 or more do not need to be accompanied by parents during coaching sessions, parents are responsible for their children before and after these sessions.

c. Children aged seven or over at the membership renewal date (1 April) should ideally become junior members of the Tennis Club in order to take full advantage of the Club.  Children who do not become members will pay a higher charge for coaching sessions and will not be able to participate in any additional activities, for example, Club tournaments.

d. Group coaching fees must be paid two weeks before the commencement of each new course.  Refunds will not normally be made for non-attendance.   However, the cost of sessions cancelled due to bad weather will normally be deducted from the price of the next course.

e. Group coaching fees must be submitted with a fully completed course application form.

f. The Club reserves the right to refuse access to the Club to any junior for any appropriate reason.  For example, lack of court etiquette or lack of respect for the coach.  The Junior Tennis Committee must endorse any such exclusion if it is to be made permanent.

g. Help from parents/carers for special events and for the normal running of the Junior Tennis Section is welcomed.
